Surveys went out with many of you participating.  The study from the University of Arizona, 
Monkey survey that allowed us to set up membership structure and events, and the visitor 
survey. 

Maintenance: A special thanks to Bruce Panowski and Mike Jackson for keeping our courts 
clean, making the ball barriers, coat racks, and buying the Knaak box.

During rec play, I was serving, called the score and 
served. My opponent let the ball bounce once and 
grabbed the ball in the air. I asked what was going on and 
he said "you called the score wrong". I was surprised he 
had stopped play. He tried to tell me it was a rule that you 
had to stop the play if the score is called incorrectly. 
 

Wrong!  
 
Rule 4.K. States: Wrong Score Called. If the server or referee calls the wrong score once the 
serve is made, play shall continue to the end of the rally and the correction made before the next 
serve. After the serve is made, a player who stops play, based solely on an incorrect score call 
will have committed a fault and shall lose the rally. 
[Editor’s note: We all make a score mistake.  Don’t stop play, and don’t yell out the correct score 
once the serve is in motion. Wait until the rally is over]

Dink & Drop Challenge 

The club is starting a challenge to their members.  This is how it 
will work.  You will find a partner to take the challenge with you.  
Your team will need to complete 300 dinks and 15 drops each.  
The club will provide an impartial counter from a designated list so 
you can concentrate on the skills. In each challenge session, you 
will have 3 attempts to demonstrate the dinking/dropping.  If you 
are not successful, no big deal.  You can sign up for another 
session; however, please be respectful of our volunteers’ time. 
Make sure you practice and are ready for the challenge.   

Dinking: You and your partner will have to complete 100 dinks in a 
row in 3 different positions for a total of 300 (150 each person). 

Position 1:  Directly across from each other/ straight on dinking 

Position 2:  Cross court backhands  

Position 3:  Cross court forehands  

 (if one person is left-handed then cross court will be forehand/backhand)   

Dropping:  Each person will have to do 15 drops consecutively, where the ball to be dropped 
comes in between mid-court and baseline.  The drop must land in the kitchen.  In this case, you are 
acting as an individual so you might get 15 in a row and your partner may not.  Your partner will be 
hitting the balls to you from the kitchen to mid-court or further back.  There will be a line where mid-
court starts.   

During your session, you both will get 3 attempts to complete each of the 3 dinking positions and 
drops.  You might pass one and not the next; but we will keep track of which ones you passed and/
or which you must repeat. 

If you can pass both tests, your name will be added to the list in the newsletter under Dink and 
Drop successful challengers (bragging rights). 

How to sign up:  When you are ready to take the challenge, both you and your partner should sign 
up on the calendar. If you work and can’t make it to any of the calendar slots, we will make special 
arrangements for a counter to meet you at another time.  Contact:  David Wannigman to set up an 
appointment.

I had the pleasure of meeting up with David 

Wannigman on the afternoon of September 28
th
 – the 

wind was gusting and the skies were growing dark but 

we managed to play a couple of games before sitting 

down at courtside for this interview. 

David had just played in the 3.5 ladder league and 

when asked how he was doing, he gave himself an A-; 

playing well and enjoying it a lot.  He typically plays 3 

times / week but would play every day if he could.  

David was first introduced to pickleball back in 2019 

when he went to visit his mom in Tucson.   Always 

ready for a tennis match, he’d taken his racquet BUT 

his mom told him about this crazy new game called 

pickleball.  Before he ventured to the court, his mom 

sternly told him to ‘take it easy on the old guys; they 

were 70 years old?… and of course, we all could have 

predicted the score: David 2, the ‘old’ guys 11. And 

the rest is history…  David returned to pickleball at 

Genoveva Chavez Community Center until the start of Covid, and then returned to play outside 

when the Fort Marcy pickleball courts were completed. 

He still plays both tennis and pickleball.  While this switching was challenging at first, David now 

thinks playing both games has benefitted both games.  Before you judge him, he told me he likes 

pickleball ten times MORE than tennis. 

Born in South Dakota, David’s parents moved the 6 kids to Germany when David was in fifth 

grade.  Every weekend, the family drove all over Europe in their ginormous 1969 Pontiac.  While 

David’s family took in the foreign sites like a medieval castle, a crowd of locals would gather 

around their car in astonishment and wonder.  David and his siblings saw the Queen of England, 

the Pope in Rome and as he said “everything in between”. 

David spent 7 years with the United States Air Force and as a Captain, his title was Nuclear 

Radiation Engineer.  He was in charge of super huge (the size of 2 pickleball courts) x-ray 

machines that were used to check for cracks in ICBM rocket motors.  Then thirty years ago, he 

came to Santa Fe and worked at Los Alamos National Laboratory,  often working side by side 

with our President Cindy Lawton.  He retired in February 2022. (On a side note – just when will 

Cindy retire?) 

So far, David has eluded any serious pickleball injures except when a ball ricocheted off his own 

paddle into his eye.  It hurt.  Lesson learned – always wear protective glasses! 

Since retirement, David has volunteered at the Solace Crisis Treatment Center.  Originally, he 

thought he could help with maintenance around the center, but he was quickly trained to man 

their crisis hotline evenings and on the weekends, once per month. The Center, which celebrated 

its 50
th
 year at the end of October, offers free therapy, plus advocacy care for adults and children.  

David now serves as a Board Member and invites you to check out www.FindSolace.org – there 

is the opportunity to donate on their home page. 

David is happily married to Alexis, his wife who owns the local hair salon Alchemy.  At a concert 

in Taos, David was introduced to Alexis by his now best friend and favorite pickleball partner, Jeff 

“Rojo” Koscomb.  It’s a great story – ask David about it. 

David has 3 kids – Jesse, a son who lives in Idaho.  His middle son, Kyle, travels the world as a 

life coach and teaches laughter yoga. And Kenzie, his daughter, who lives in Santa Fe and 

teaches teachers in PAX classroom management technique throughout the state of New Mexico.  

David and Alexis also just ‘accidentally’ adopted a puppy named Wyatt; a great border collie / 

Labrador mix. 

And on to some irreverent (irrelevant?) questions: 

David prefers apples over oranges, but only granny smith apples for him (no red) 

On an airplane, he would rather sit in a window versus aisle seat 

He greatly dislikes spiders (no spiders) 

While he greatly admires IRONMAN, his favorite action hero is Groot (GROOT!) 

If you make him a turkey sandwich with mayo, pepper jack cheese, avocado and bacon, you

DON’T UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES START PLAYING PICKLEBALL LEST YOU WANT TO 
SUCCUMB TO A SERIOUS INCURABLE  ADDICTION 
 

So my wife and I moved to Santa Fe a few months ago from the Northern 
Coast of California.  I’ve always been a “coastie” but my wife had visited 
Santa Fe in the early 70’s (yes, that’s the early 1970’s, and yes, I’m that 
old) and, unbeknownst to me, decided then and there that she would one 
day move here and the rest is history, as they say.   
 
Anyway, after moving here, my brother, who lives in Florida where 
pickleball is rampant and who is an avid pickleball player, suggested sotto 
voce that I might sort of kind of look into the possibility of taking up 
pickleball.  “PICKLEBALL”  I  screamed, “WHAT THE HECK IS 
PICKLEBALL.”    Tennis was the only respectable racket ball game that 
ever deserved my attention.  “No, you should try it,” he said “it’s a lot of 
fun.”   “No way,” I said.  The very name pickleball suggested some 
culinary disaster that I wanted no part of.  But then, of course, my curiosity 

got the better of me and I googled “Santa Fe pickleball” and found the Santa Fe Pickleball Club 
website, which was, of course, my first big mistake that led to my current addiction.     
 
Looking back on it now, I see now that I really didn’t have a choice:  the “pickleball force, bug, 
fever,” whatever you want to call it, had taken hold of me even at that early inquiry stage.  So the 
next fateful step towards my inevitable pickleball mania was to attend a “newbie” pickleball class.  I 
told myself, “Look I’m just going to check it out. I’m sure it’s going to be a total waste of my time.  
There’s no way it could even come close to a good tennis match.”  Oh, what a fool this mortal be.   
 
So, again having no real choice in the matter, I attended the “newbie class”.  And guess who the 
pickleball fates chose to be my newbie instructor?  Amy Alford.   Oh come on.  I was doomed.  
She was so nice, so enthusiastic, so encouraging, so patient that I knew then and there that I had 
no choice but to continue down the pickleball path of no return.  And sure enough, the next day I 
found myself driving to the Ft. Marcy courts at 8:00 am in a quasi-hypnotized state (again, under 
the control of the pickleball force) to play in open play.  Of course, I didn’t play very well, but I 
played well enough to make me want more.  And oh did I want more.   
 
I started playing almost every day, attending open play, drills, round robins; I even joined league 
play; I couldn’t get enough of the elixir that had taken hold of me.   
 
So what to do, now that I’ve become a hardcore pickleball junkie? I could seek out an intervention 
from friends and relatives, but who am I kidding?  I can hear them now:  “Pickleball addiction? Are 
you crazy?”    
 
So I’ve decided to start a rehab center for pickleball addicts called “Pickleballholics Anon.”    There 
are only three hard fast rules:  throw your paddles in the garbage bin; don’t go within a mile of a 
pickleball court; and under no circumstances watch a You Tube or any other type of video of a 
pickleball match.

The 75/25 Percent Rule 

Coach’s Corner 

In order to improve your pickleball game, spend 75% of your training time on weak fundamental 
shots and 25% of your time reinforcing your strengths. 
 
As you work through drives, drops, dinks, volleys, overheads, etc., work at a controlled pace, 
focusing on consistency.  To add a little pressure, try to hit 25 of the shot you are focusing on in a 
row without a mistake.  If you make a mistake return to zero. This exercise adds the pressure 
players often feel in a match. 
 
In order to reach 25 in a row you may find yourself playing carefully, especially when you get near 
24 as you do not want to start again at zero.  As you improve, challenge yourself by increasing the 
difficulty with higher quality shots adding spins, change of direction, various pace and depth while 
maintaining your level of consistency. 
 
Watch how quickly this fun challenging drill helps your consistency in match play.

Skill Rating System/Court Reserve in the Spring

The SFPBC Board, after considerable debate, elected not to offer, or require, an individual skill 

rating system. 

Instead of individual skill assignment, each Club sponsored event will be assigned a level of 

difficulty, rated on a Chile scale l-lV , with Chile scale lV being the most advanced recommended 

participation level. Each event will have a posted list of recommended skills that will allow a player 

to select his or her comfortable participation in that event’s designated difficulty level. This event 

ranking system will begin with the spring initiation of Court Reserve scheduling.
